Join the Washington, D.C. Chapter, NRHS for one-day 
narrow gauge tour including East Broad Top 
Railroad’s new track aboard their M-1 motor car, a 
shop tour, trolley ride, and a musical ragtime 
dinner train.  
     Participants will have the rare opportunity to ride 
the EBT’s 1927 J.G. Brill gas-electric M-1 to the end 
of the newly installed track.  We’ll also tour the historic 
functioning EBT shop facilities. Next up in the 
afternoon, enjoy a ride on the Rockhill Trolley 
Museum’s Shade Gap Electric Railway.  The day 
culminates with a trip aboard the 2.5 hour Roaring 
20’s Dinner Train & Concert to EBT’s Colgate Grove 
for dinner and music by Grammy award winning 
performers. This special train is part of the Central 
Pennsylvania Ragtime and American Music 
Festival (see www.rockhillragtime.com for more 
information and other events not included in this tour). 
A box lunch as well as dinner is included in this day 
tour package (see the menu options in #6 to right). 
      This full day tour begins with check-in at 11:30am 
in Rockhill Furnace, PA; participants must make 
their own way to/from this tour. The day’s activities  
conclude with upon return of dinner train to the EBT 
station at approximately 7:30pm.

 CONDITIONS  
1. No refund or credit after June 14, 2024, other than by operator's cancellation of the 

trip or reselling of the space. Reservations are not transferable and may not be 
resold without the consent of the operator. 

2. The Washington DC Chapter NRHS makes every effort to accommodate the physically 
challenged; please discuss your needs with the DCNRHS reservations agent. This 
tour includes portions of an active railroad facilities.  Tour participants must be able 
to walk and stand for times in places without seating, walk over gravel and hard 
surfaces, transit over rails, and climb aboard the M-1 motor car which is not 
handicapped accessible.  Operator requires those physically challenged individuals to 
be accompanied by someone who is able to assist them. 

3. All participants must be dressed appropriately, wearing closed, hard soled shoes (no 
flip flops, sandals, open shoes, athletic shoes or sneakers or high heels permitted).  
Participants not properly dressed will be denied entrance, and no refund will be 
provided.  

4. The General Conditions for tours, trips, excursions, and events as published on the 
DCNRHS web site (www.dcnrhs.org) apply. By making a reservation, participants 
agree to be bound by both the General and these specific Conditions. 

5. No transportation to/from Orbisonia is provided; participants must make their own 
way to the tour starting point.  No overnight accommodations are included; tour 
participants must make their own arrangements if they plan to stay overnight.
